






































Position Title: Purchased Material Quality Engineer

Responsibilities:

* Own all aspects of supplier relationships that impact the Cost of Quality (COQ) to GE for
supplier parts. This includes initial selection and qualification of suppliers, and continuous
ownership throughout the complete life-cycle of the supplier.

* Perform on-site business surveys and technical audits on potential new suppliers,
evaluating all aspects of a supplier’s operations

* Deliver on Material Cost Takeout (MCTO) productivity goals by leading and supporting
projects involving supplier moves and process, material, and design changes

* Support New Product Implementation (NPI) programs, on schedule, with perfect quality

* Drive permanent resolution of manufacturing issues (PPM rejects) and consumer issues
(Service Calls) caused by supplier defects

* Lead Supplier Quality initiatives (Heartbeat Components), and develop activities to fix-or-
exit problematic suppliers (Supplier Improvement Program) by implementing robust
corrective actions or qualifying alternate suppliers.

* Monitor and resolve supplier process control performance issues by developing robust
quality control plans and implementing sustainable corrective actions

* Co-develop and implement commodity and supplier strategies with the purchasing team to
deliver long-term excellence in cost, quality and delivery

Requirements/Qualifications:

* Engineering degree required.

* Strong background in applying statistical quality control tools for process and product
controls, such as SPC, Gage R&R, Process Capability, Process FMEA, and DOE.

* 3 years Manufacturing, Sourcing, or Design experience

* Strong problem solving, analytical and collaborative skills.

* Excellent communication skills, both verbal and written.

* Demonstrated global, project management skills
